If you are using a formal title, is there a statement of responsibility (whether or not the SOR is written out in full)?

If yes and it’s accurate: hooray you’re done!

If yes and it is not accurate, which of the following applies?

· SOR  is present in a contemporary or later hand but is inaccurate – Gulliver’s Travels by Daniel Defoe (DD Yale)
· Only SOR that is present is struck out

· SOR is present but supplied in a later hand 
· SOR is present but illegible
If no, do not record statement of responsibility within the title element. Include it elsewhere (optional?)
Unresolved issues:
· More than one work in a manuscript, both of which are cataloged (possible analytic entry) 

· SOR is present and accurate for one of the works, but a second SOR present in another work that is not cataloged (i.e. printed book with manuscript by another author written in Stanislaus Joyce diary with JJ's manuscript material on the versos of pages.
· Do you identify the creator if it’s not in the SOR, and if so where?
